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William Wordsworth (1770 - 1850) was an English Romantic poet, whose well- loved poems such as, ‘I
Wandered Lonely as a Cloud’ (often known as ‘Daffodils’), and ‘Tintern Abbey’ describe the joys of quiet
contemplation. He was inspired to write ‘I Wandered Lonely as a Cloud’ while walking along the shores of
Ullswater, where he came upon great swathes of daffodils at the water’s edge.

Wordsworth was born in Cockermouth on the western edge of the Lake District and enjoyed a lifelong love of
nature. His guide to the Lake District was more than just a tourist manual, as it raised difficult questions on how
to preserve the beauty of natural spaces for future generations. In particular, he warned that railroads could
become a major threat to the picturesque area. The gauntlet to conserve natural habitats was taken up by the
renowned Victorian poet, philosopher and artist John Ruskin (1819 - 1900), whose love of the Lakes influenced
him throughout his life. Educated at Oxford University, his writing made the connection between nature and
society. Such ideas were to have a major impact on the life and works of Beatrix Potter.
